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The War of Tukulti-Ninurta I against Babylonia

One of the key episodes in the political history of Mesopotamia of the XIII
century BC was the war of the Assyrian king Tukulti-Ninurta I (1244-1208 BC)
against the king of Babylon Kashtiliash IV (1232-12025 BC). These episodes are
reflected in Assyrian royal inscriptions, administrative materials, Assyrian-
Babylonian chronicles and other places. Relations between two related peoples:
Assyria and Babylonia, belonging to the same linguistic and cultural space, have
never been settled during the existence of the two states. Despite the fact that
Babylon had already culturally absorbed Assyria, its political success was
variable. In the XIII century BC, the “Babylonian question” was vital in the
concept of Assyrian foreign policy, the settlement of which was marked by the
decline of the Kassite dynasty reigning in Babylonia. But it was not possible to
easily conquer Babylon, and the Assyrian king Tukulti-Ninurta I (1244-1208
BC) was forced to make more attempts to conquer Babylon.
